Your committee then decided on a number of changes and initiatives for the 2012 program. These
will be evaluated and may or may not become permanent features of PHBC.

Handicap Sessions  will be conducted on the first Thursday of each month when there is not a red
Point session programmed. Handicaps will be set by assessing partnership and individual scores
over the past three months. Masterpoints will be allocated in the normal way and these results will
be listed on the website. Winner tickets will be awarded to the first placed handicapped pairs, in
each directions. Itis hoped that this will give some encouragement to developing players.

Optional Play Sessions  (if at least four players are interested) will be conducted by Elizabeth
Wilson on four Thursday Nights during the year. Pre-registration will be required and those
attending will pay the same table money as players.
